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Migratory bird species are heavily impacted by the changing climate. Rising temperatures cause migrant birds to shift their ranges northward and arrive earlier to their destinations. This inevitably creates a mismatch between the arrival dates of birds and the resources available to them. Reproductive success, finding mates, and other factors will be studied that are all dependent on the arrival, timing, and destination of these bird migrants. To assess the relationship of rising temperatures and bird ranges and migration, we will analyze large-scale climate phenomenon, the NAO, and bird survey data. The NAO is deeply correlated with the fluctuations in bird migration, and this analysis can provide insight into how global warming can impact bird migrants overall.
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
